Topic: Narinukun School International Programme Admission 2026 of Year 11

Narinukun School encourages learners to have foreign language proficiency. It was developed
to its full potential according to the Thailand Development Project as a regional education hub
(Education Hub). Narinukun International Programme is established to support them. It is under
Narinukun School, the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area — Ubon Ratchathani — Amnat
Charoen, the Thai Office of Basic Education Committee (OBEC) and the Ministry of Education.It
was established in 2010.

Narinukun School details on the admission of students to the Secondary Education Year 11 of
Narinukun International Programme - NIP for the academic year 2026. It utilises the integration of both
the Thai OBEC and the Cambridge Assessment International Examinations (CAIE) curricula. The

admission details of academic year 2026 are as follows:

1. Qualifications

1.1 For Thai students, they must complete Mattayom Suksa 3, or Year 10 / Grade 9 for non-
Thai students.

1.2 No age restriction.

1.3 Single.

1.4 Must take the exam on the date and time specified by the school organised by the
examination committee of Narinukun International Programme for Academic Year 2026.

1.5 Parents must be ready to support expenses throughout their 3 years of schooling.

1.6 Be a person of good character with intention in studying and able to comply with the
school's regulations.

1.7 Not with a disease that hinders education.

1.8 Diligent, well-behaved and have a suitable personality.

1.9 Be able to arrive at school on time.

7. Conditions
7.1 Students are required to participate in extra- curricular activities that are assigned to
students in a special classroom programme to enhance the experience outside the classroom as
follows:
7.1.1 Practice English language skills
7.1.2 Academic camp
7.1.3 Special lecture
7.1.4 Educational tours
7.2 The details of the fee are as follows.
7.2.1 Special classroom fee 57,500 baht per semester
7.2.3 The expenses of books will be charged separately and will be informed
later.

8. The documents that are taken on admission exam day

8.1 Application form/Examination ID card, printed from the online student application system,
and attached with a 1.5 inch photo in both parts.

8.2 Student ID card or ID card
9. The enrollment of students to Narinukun School Special Classroom is as follows:

9.1 Parents must enroll student to school on a specified date-time-location only. Failure to
do so will result in the place to being immediately waived by the school. A backup candidate will be
called in place, (Incase more than 25 apply).

9.2 NIP Teaches according to the curriculum structure set by the school by integrating the
University of Cambridge's International Education Program (Cambridge Assesment International
Examinations) and organising extra-curricular activities to develop students' outstanding characteristics
in various parts, whereby the school requires payment for special classes as stated in item 7.2; Parents
agree to pay such expenses throughout the period of 3 years, 2 semesters per year, totaling 6
semesters.

9.3 Documents required for enrollment are as follows:

9.3.1 A student identity card specified by the school with complete details.
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9.3.2 One copy of documents showing grades of highest education (Uw. 1) that is
signed on it and is brought with the original version to show to the staff on the day of
students’admission.

9.3.3 One copy of the house registration of father-mother with their signature.

9.3.4 Two student photographs, 1.5 inches size.

9.3.5 Parents must bring students on the enrollment day along with submitting
all documents and payment of the fee to staff to check the correctness.

9.3.6 After the process is completed, the school assumes that the student’s enrollment
is completed.

9.4 If one of the documents is not completed, the student’s enrollment is considered
unsuccessful and incomplete.

9.5 The submission of the enrollment documents must be submitted on the day of the
student enrollment only. If there is a request for a waiver of submission of documents, it must be
approved by the Director and be completed within 15" May of that year.

Student who is eligible for admission by qualifying examinations; if he/she does not inform of
the right to attend the programme on the specified date and time, his/her right to attend the
programme will be cancelled. Students who have enrolled in school will not be able to ask for refund

in any cases and conditions.
